César Franck

Franck was composing during the perfect storm of post-Napolenic music: there was a general improvement in
French church music, along with beautiful instruments being built by the genius organbuilder Cavaillé-Coll, and
continued innovation in keyboard technique. This led to the French Symphonic style of solo organ writing;
‘symphonic’ in this case meaning “sounding together,” not “orchestral.” This heroic piece is just that, after a
foreboding start, there is a calmer middle section, although some anxiety remains, as heard in the unforgiving pedal

part. The piece goes on to build to a huge finish, showing that this time, the heroes prove triumphant.
