Salix, which means “weeping willow,” comes from Whitlock’s Plymouth Suite, named after the city on the border of Devon
and Cornwallin the UK. It is an example of the pastoral style, in 6/8 time. Whitlock died at the premature age of 42, perhaps
from complications due to tuberculosis, with thich he was diagnosed in 1928. His personality was remembered as carrying
“an atmosphere of serenity and gentleness seldom encountered in these sophisticated and disingenuous times. He had, too,

a virile wit and sense of fun...”
