The Fir st Lesson 
Malachi 3:1-6 

 1See, I am sending my messenger to prepare the way before me, and the Lord whom you seek will suddenly come 
to his temple. The messenger of the covenant in whom you delight—indeed, he is coming, says the Lord of hosts. 
2But who can endure the day of his coming, and who can stand when he appears? For he is like a refiner’s fire and 
like fullers’ soap; 3he will sit as a refiner and purifier of silver, and he will purify the descendants of Levi and refine 
them like gold and silver, until they present offerings to the Lord in righteousness. 4Then the offering of Judah and 
Jerusalem will be pleasing to the Lord as in the days of old and as in former years. 5Then I will draw near to you for 
judgment; I will be swift to bear witness against the sorcerers, against the adulterers, against those who swear falsely, 
against those who oppress the hired workers in their wages, the widow and the orphan, against those who thrust 
aside the alien, and do not fear me, says the Lord of hosts. 6For I the Lord do not change; therefore you, O children 
of Jacob, have not perished.

The Second Lesson 
Acts 17:1-9  

 1After Paul and Silas had passed through Amphipolis and Apollonia, they came to Thessalonica, where there was 
a synagogue of the Jews. 2And Paul went in, as was his custom, and on three sabbath days argued with them from 
the scriptures, 3explaining and proving that it was necessary for the Messiah to suffer and to rise from the dead, 
and saying, “This is the Messiah, Jesus whom I am proclaiming to you.” 4Some of them were persuaded and joined 
Paul and Silas, as did a great many of the devout Greeks and not a few of the leading women. 5But the Jews became 
jealous, and with the help of some ruffians in the marketplaces they formed a mob and set the city in an uproar. 
While they were searching for Paul and Silas to bring them out to the assembly, they attacked Jason’s house. 6When 
they could not find them, they dragged Jason and some believers before the city authorities, shouting, “These 
people who have been turning the world upside down have come here also, 7and Jason has entertained them as 
guests. They are all acting contrary to the decrees of the emperor, saying that there is another king named Jesus.” 
8The people and the city officials were disturbed when they heard this, 9and after they had taken bail from Jason and 
the others, they let them go.
