Belgian composer Jongen wrote a lot of music for the organ. His epic Sonata Eroica is well-known and loved 
by many organists, and his Symphonie Concertante written in 1926 is considered by many to be among the 
greatest works ever written for organ and orchestra. This Choral starts gently on the swell foundations and builds 
throughout the piece to an almighty climax on the full organ. If you listen carefully, you will hear a canon between 
the melody in the right hand and the pedals for much of the piece. While the harmonic language starts in a fairly 
simple way, it thickens in texture and becomes more rich as the piece continues.

Blair was a chorister and later organist at Worcester Cathedral, where he became acquaintances with Edward Elgar, 
who dedicated one of his oratorios to Blair. Blair also had the unfortunate duty of premiering Elgar’s notoriously 
difficult Organ Sonata, the score of which he was handed only a few days before its first performance (the premiere 
didn’t go very well!). Thankfully, this grand march is not quite as tricky, and it exemplifies the triumphant harmonic 
language well-loved by British composers in the early twentieth century.
