George Thalben-Ball (1896-1987)

Originally conceived as an improvisation to fill time at the end of a BBC broadcast during World War Il, Thalben-
Ball’s “Elegy” is a meditative and solemn piece, notably played at Princess Diana’s funeral and appropriate in times
of remembrance. Thalben-Ball was born in Sydney, Australia to parents with Cornish roots, but his family moved
back to the UK early in his life. He was an extraordinary pianist as well as organist; not only was he only 14 years
old when he began studying at the presitigious Royal College of Music in London, but he was also the first English-
trained pianist to perform Rachmaninoff’s fiendishly difficult third Piano Concerto, which he managed at just 19
years old.
