Today’s voluntaries are McDowall’s settings of two of the great “O Antiphons,” sung in the 
seven days leading up to Christmas (you can see the English translations opposite Hymn #211 in our hymnals). This 
movement is a setting of Antiphon 4: O Root of Jesse. This music is soft and mystical and refers to the original Latin 
chant.
