Nun komm der Heiden Heiland (“Savior of the Nations, Come”) J. P. Sweelinck (1562-1621)

Jan Pieterszoon Sweelinck was an incredibly important Dutch organist and composer, whose music spans the end
of the Renaissance and beginning of the Baroque periods. Sweelinck’s musical writing was advanced and refined;
he was the first to write a fugue for the organ, and this undoubtedly made a profound impact onJ. S. Bach, who
went on to perfect this genre. Known also as a talented improviser, Sweelinck was known as “the Orpheus of
Amsterdam.” This tripartite piece sets the chorale, “Savior of the Nations, Come”, which can be found at UMH
#214.
