	 24 So for the second time they called the man who had been blind, and they said to him, “Give glory to God! We 
	 know that this man is a sinner.” 25 He answered, “I do not know whether he is a sinner. One thing I do know, that 
	 though I was blind, now I see.” 26 They said to him, “What did he do to you? How did he open your eyes?” 27 He 
	 answered them, “I have told you already, and you would not listen. Why do you want to hear it again? Do you also 
	 want to become his disciples?” 28Then they reviled him, saying, “You are his disciple, but we are disciples of 
	 Moses. 29 We know that God has spoken to Moses, but as for this man, we do not know where he comes from.” 30 

	 The man answered, “Here is an astonishing thing! You do not know where he comes from, and yet he opened my 
	 eyes. 31 We know that God does not listen to sinners, but he does listen to one who worships him and obeys his 
	 will.

	 Rheinberger was based in Munich for the majority of his life, teaching at the Conservatory there, where his students 
	 included the likes of Humperdinck, Horatio Parker, and Furtwängler. These two movements are the opening of his 
	 Eighth Sonata in E minor (out of twenty organ sonatas, total). Conductor Hans von Bülow said of the composer, 
	 “Rheinberger is...unrivalled in the whole of Germany and beyond in skill, refinement, and devotion to his subject; in 
	 short, one of the worthiest musicians and human beings in the world.”
