Larghetto from Sonata for Organ, Op. 86 Vincent Persichetti (1915-87)

Vincent Persichetti was a virtuoso, both as a pianist and an organist, and he was an accomplished composer, as
well as a teacher. Over the course of a 40-year tenure at the Juilliard School in New York City, Persichetti mentored
many of the most accomplished composers of the latter half of the 20th century. In 1944, Persichetti offered 20
organ recitals at his church, Arch Street Presbyterian in Philadelphia, where he improvised on all 150 psalm texts.
This middle movement from the Organ Sonata (1960) is pensive and beautiful, even if its mid-century harmonies

might seem a bit foreign at first hearing.
