	 While Howells is known for his wonderful choral music and very emotional (and sometimes very dark) harmonies, 
	 this early psalm prelude is set in a somewhat lighter mood. Written around 1916, it is a musical meditation on verse 
	 11 of Psalm 37, which reads: “But the meek will inherit the land and enjoy peace and prosperity.” You will hear this 
	 illustrated by the lighter, more tranquil sounds of our Casavant organ, such as the flutes and the strings.
